We are interested to hear pitches from whole teams but if you are struggling to find a producer or another person please let us know on the form as we may be able to assist.
We will provide for you: a theatre venue or recommendations for smaller cabaret-style venues, rehearsal space, auditionees, marketing and support throughout the production process. We need you to provide us with your ideas!

	BUDGET Centre Stage is a registered charity and as such, we budget all our shows to ensure that they pay for themselves. Please outline below how you would allocate budget, including production costs, show rights, etc. We do not pay for the creative team nor actors, however we can pay a token amount for band members. 
An example budget for a one week musical is included below. This is based on past shows. If you are proposing a show at an alternative venue, please include details of potential ticket revenue and venue cost. There is a cast participation donation of £65 for a Bridewell show, this is reduced for a cabaret. Ticket sales for either performance should be worked out at a maximum of 75%
Do not worry if you do not get things completely right. If you are successful, our Treasurer and Assistant Treasurer will work with your Producer to agree a full show budget that will detail all costs.
